We liked the unfinished 

edges which appeared almost as an abstract frame 

around the almost photo realism of the chilies.

This painting I did revisiting the location 

over two days as the 16x20 format is larger than I usually attempt.  

Mary painted right from her own backyard. She planted some desert willow 

and this one survived from the little bit of dirt in the cracks of 

a rock. Carol did her painting of a bobcat as a small study. She 

used this study reference to add a cat to a large 30x40

comic books intermingling realistic still life imagery with torn pieces of comic strips.  

Chris painted her grazing buffalo from a photograph,  but the vibrant colors were all about the love 

of paint.  Naomi said she is learning to use oils and is somewhat new to landscape. Her painting of 

two of her Momɀs horses grazing shows sheɀs certainly comfortable depicting animals.  Jeanineɀs 

abstract titled ɁCosmic Eyeɂ is an acrylic painting exploring blending techniques.  Barb has always 

enjoyed nonrepresentational painting and the exploration of space, line, value, and texture.  She uses 

yarn applied with gesso for line work and painted this piece over an old canvas. Elisa is also an 

abstract painting and was delighted to show her piece by turning it all ways and asking which side 

up. The image worked so well someone suggested she sign it in each corner! 

Depy has been working with indirect painting techniques 

since taking a workshop with 

Sarah Siltala. She used a slit box 

to control lighting and began 

with an underpainting in raw 

umber and white. She uses Liquin 

then to glaze the color layers.

Carla on the other hand is alla prima and en plein air. Her large painting of Otero Canyon is primarily 
painted with palette knife.  

Depy also painted a portrait on a gold leaf background 

inspired from a Julia Lambright workshop.  Elisa showed 

us another painting, an abstracted flower vase in all red 

tones. Janny used bold colors in her second still life of 

Ɂodditiesɂ in which she juxtaposit ions a childɀs toy, a 

vase of flowers, a yellow squash. Martha titled her other

The Yin/Yang of Painting  

Artists Hongnian Zhang and Lois Woolley authored the book The Yin/Yang of Painting . 

The premise of the book comes from the idea that a balance of opposites or the yin/yang of 

elements as applies to the elements of painting is essential to good painting. Value, 

temperature, intensity and color thought of this way can be manipulated to create contrast 

and harmony. Following this idea, the b ook suggests three complementary palettes. 

Complements are of course opposite each other on the color wheel. The authors contend 

that each hue has a warmer and cooler color and a middle or true color. The colors also 

have intense hues and subdued hues. Juxtaposed, complements intensify contrast and 

mixed complements neutralize each other. Manipulating these attributes can unify a 

painting. The pigments in these palettes are Old Holland paints unless otherwise stated. 

Purple/Yellow  
Yang colors: cadmium yellow deep extra, cadmium yellow, cinnabar green light extra as well as raw sienna  

deep and raw umber. Titanium White  

Yin colors:  Magenta, bright violet, blue violet as well as caput mortuum violet or also known as mars 

violet. Ivory black.  

Blue/Orange 
Yang colors:  cadmium red scarlet, cadmium orange, cadmium yellow deep extra and also burnt sienna. 

Titanium white  

Yin colors:  blue violet, cobalt blue, Rembrandt phthalo turquoise blue and also indigo. Ivory black  

Green/Red 
Yang colors:  Cadmium red scarlet, cadmium red deep, magenta and also venetian red and burnt sienna. 

Titanium white
